
Art 2 Visual Arts Lyricism Project
Theme: If you were to draw it, what would the lyric of your life look like?

Setting the stage: Concentrate for a moment on what you think your life means at this stage, at this age and at this point in time. Songs have such meaning to our daily lives and are very important to how we pass our time. Do you identify with a few songs that seem to guide you, lift you, describe you and in some ways define who you are? Maybe it would be a series of songs in a particular order. Perhaps these lyric events can be drawn in such a way that you (maybe only you) can identify and develop a persona, a theme or a credo about your life. 

Deep thinking: Here might be a few questions to ask yourself about embarking on the task of drawing your lyric story.

How will you reflect yourself as a being? 

What form or representation might you use? 

Would the creation show movement over time?

Using the principals of art themselves, what combination of elements might you use?

Are there deep shadows in your life?

Is there mystery, intrigue, voids, sharp edges, smooth underbellies and or sharp curves?

Do clouds obscure the vision and or beams of brilliant free flowing light shine to reveal?

Do you need monochromatic area or is a varied pallet more of your choosing?

Would you be best suited in abstraction, expression or mixed media?

The critic presenter: 

In respect to your final product, how can you make the viewer “see” your lyric character?

Would this drawing be best viewed along side a particular theme of other pictures, songs or poetry?

The artist within:

How can you best express yourself thereby being true to the artist within and still appeal to the world around you? Does it matter? Do you need extrinsic motivation and approval or is your own approval of the visual whole enough to satisfy your intrinsic notions? Do you care?

The specifics refined:

Using an 12” x 18” piece of drawing paper create your drawing. As the lyric unfolds for you, you will want to document this renaissance in your life in sketch. Prepare at least 5 sketch directions that will lead you to totally different final products. Line, form and presentation matter, as this is your lyric and is your life. Render the storyboard of ideas and use these to present your ideas to a group of peers before starting the final drawing. Prepare a one-page sketchbook summary of thoughts, words, themes and descriptors concerning the eye of the mind from your unique perspective as it relates to the song of your life. Deliver your lyric to the class of peers in a presentation that expresses your honest style and lyrical quality. Be creative, the use of music, props, pictures and space is encouraged.  50% Design, 30% presentation, 20% creative expression about others works.
