Color Wheel Symbol Project

Art 2

Create a Color Wheel through the use of a symbol. Choose a symbol that you can identify with. Draw this symbol on a small card. Mix the colors of the true color wheel (12 in all). Transfer your symbol into the color wheel cards, and then cut each card out. Arrange the symbols into a true color wheel, and then mount them onto a backboard. 

Make a one-paragraph artist statement about the process of paint mixing and the importance of your symbol. The paragraph should include what you learned about paint mixing, and any research you may have used in making or creating your symbol.

Expectations

You will be expected to work on paint mixing in a manner that respects the art materials, the artwork (and personal space) of others and the rules of the art room. The symbol you create should mean something; it could be important to you or to the school or to your heritage or to the community, etc… Your artwork should be clean, neat and show a great deal of your time, effort and craftsmanship. Do your best work.

Grading

Create a symbol (3 inches x 5 inches)

Paint 12 color wheel cards (3 inches x 5 inches) 

Using the standard Primary, Secondary and Tertiary Colors only

Transfer and cut out your symbol using the colored cards

Mount your color wheel symbols onto a backboard creating a true

Write a one-paragraph statement about your color wheel 

Tell the process of mixing paint color and the importance of your symbol


Mount this statement (along with your name) on the back of your artwork
