Radial Symmetry Rattle Project Overview
Create an original rattle using clay. Each portion of the design should be drawn first in your sketchbook. All sides and areas of the rattle should be considered for how they will be decorated. Your design will be approved before any clay is issued and worked. Every part of the design should highlight your effort to create the look of the rattle with a decorative motif all the way around the form. Texture, color, attached objects in clay etc… are important to the overall look of your project. Applying glazes to the rattle will add the element of color decoration. Storage of the project between classes will be an issue and should be considered with care as to not be damaged. Plan your project well. Clay can be a lot of fun, it can also be messy. Project clean up and participation will be necessary parts of this clay project. Following art room rules, including clean up, procedures, storage and handling of clay will be part of the grading process. 

Expectations

We will sketch everything before starting. When sketches are complete and have been approved you will begin your work. We will store your project in a special place in the art room. You will be expected to come to class, carefully take out your project and begin work. Clay will be stored inside plastic bags with small wet sponges to help keep your project moist between classes. You will have to pay careful attention to the procedures of how to work your clay. Those who choose to disrupt this projects success will not be allowed to complete and have the privilege of working with clay taken away.
Grading
Create a rattle using clay that has a radial motif. 






15 points

The rattle must be constructed using the pinch method, scored and slipped together
Your rattle must fit inside a gallon sized zip-lock bag for storage and dampness

You must clean up your work area every time

Use an overall rattle shape style to your design and use texture tools to press and mold motifs
25 points

Keep your project within the parameters:


Your rattle should make sound using rolled clay balls on the inside
Your rattle can not have a handle
Your rattle should strive to achieve a consistent thickness- a thin wall makes better sound
The rattle must be kept in good shape which comes from mutual respect and careful storage
The radial motif should include some motifs based in research of an ancient culture. I suggest: Aztec, Native Americans, Aboriginal or any indigenous tribe of any area worldwide.
Incorporate the elements of design








30 points


Form- The shape of the rattle should reflect your style and have a decorative use


Line and Space- Create a motif on your rattle that is a good use of line and positive and negative space


Texture- prepare your rattle with a suitable texture (from smooth to rough, make it match your style)


Originality- Create an individual design with the shape and motif (make the rattle design your idea)


Creativity- Should be unique and a true work of art by applying your skills and your effort & research

Craftsmanship- Your attention to details and proper technique should be obvious
Artist Statement










20 points


You should write an artist statement about your rattle. Consider the look of your rattle and the elements involved in creating the motif. Write a ½ page statement (15 sentences) about the process you used to research the decoration and symmetry you choose, the texture or elements you added to make your rattle unique and special.  Tell about the designs you made with the clay and what they stand for or mean to you. Use a full clay vocabulary in making this statement.
