PRINTMAKING ASSIGNMENTS Art 2-4H
1- Create a linoleum plate from your own original work. 4” x 6” in size

Block making Process

a. Use an original sketch of your work
b. Orient the block correctly
c. Transfer the sketch to the block

d. Refine the block sketch before you carve

e. Carve out the positive or negative portions of the block, to suit you

f. Observe safety rules

g. Take special care to store and care for your block during this time
Printing Process

h. Take out proper ink and warm the ink

i. Align the print to the page correctly

j. Print free of finger prints and smudges

k. Print properly inked and dried

l. Near perfect inking of plate

m. Label prints with AP (artist proof) numbers un lower left, sign lower right

n. Hang print to dry properly

o. Clean up ink and area
2- Black ink on white paper

3- White ink on black paper

4- A mixed ink color series of 3. 

a. A three color series (tint, main hue and shade) or (three tones of the same hue). Be sure to use the same color paper for the series.
5- Three collaborative prints
a. You must print/ overprint your work with 3 of your classmates to create a collaborative series. 

b. Each series should have one with your print on top, then one with theirs on top. 
6- Three mixed color prints
a. At least one- A la pupae style- use cue tips and rag methods

b. At least one- Mixed color on the plate
c. Experiment!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!! (but don’t be grossly, wasteful)
d. Be sure to not cross contaminate the inks from their tube color!

Grading Concerns for student consideration: 
1- Are prints clean, free of fingerprints, sloppiness and smudged?

2- Are prints oriented properly on good quality paper and trimmed properly for display?

3- Are prints inked properly, consistent, without weaknesses of over or under inking?

4- Are prints numbered correctly, signed and labeled correctly?

5- Are all the prints present, all 11? Deductions will occur for lesser efforts.

6- Is the work of quality aesthetics, created with beauty and presented well?

7- Does the collaborative work show depth, cooperation and positive critique?

8- Is the use of color appropriate for the print imagery, the mood of the work and artist style?

9- Is the artist proud of the outcome? Was the journey worth the effort?

10-  Does the student have a reflective statement about their work? Is the project on time?
